	Related SOL
	2.8 The student will read and demonstrate comprehension of fictional texts. E) Describe characters, setting, and important events in fiction and poetry. 

	Background Information
	Students will continue to develop and demonstrate comprehension skills by reading a fictional text and using the framework of beginning, middle, and end to summarize story events. They will need to respond to what they read by organizing information using a graphic organizer. 

	Hook/Engage
	Tell students that we will be practicing summarizing and sequencing events in a story. Ask students if they have any ideas on what might take place in the story based on the cover illustration (previewing the book).  

	Vocabulary
	Summarize: giving a short description of the main points in a story. Sequence: the order in which events happened.

	Materials
	· A copy of the book Westlandia by Paul Fleischman. 
· Teacher access to Storyboard That 
· Graphic organizer with storyboard layout for each student. 
· Children’s book boxes 
	· A copy of the book Westlandia by Paul Fleischman. 
· Felt storyboard with felt characters and props. 
· Graphic organizer with storyboard layout for each student. 
· Children’s book boxes. 

	Student/Teacher Actions (delivery)
	· Read aloud the story, Westlandia by Paul Fleischman. Pause during important events during the story and occasionally ask students if they think an event is important when giving a summary of the story.  

· After the story has been read, model sequencing the beginning, middle, and end of the story using Storyboard That. As a class figure out which events were most important to understanding the story. Project Storyboard That on the front screen and create scenes for the three central events. Allow student input and encourage any questions they may have. Give a three-sentence summary of the events in the story and write it on the board. 

· Students will then choose a book from their book box to read independently, and teacher will conduct individual reading conferences with four to five students. 

· Students will sequence the three main events in the book that they read independently and draw them in the graphic organizer with storyboard layout. They will write a three-sentence summary underneath their storyboard and glue their work in their reading response notebook. 

· Students will be given the opportunity to share their work with other students in a whole group setting. 

· Storyboards will be hung in the classroom as a reference for writing activities or re-teaching. 
	Use same delivery for Plan A, but use the Felt storyboard instead of Storyboard That to model sequence the beginning, middle, and end of the story. 



	Assessment
	Informal assessment will be taken in the form of anecdotal records to make note of individual student behaviors, skills, and attitudes as they relate to the outcomes of the lesson. Student responses to the read aloud and creating the storyboard of the read aloud, and their own recorded responses of the sequence and summary of their individual story will be taken into account. 

	
Same as plan A, since no technology will be used in assessment. 

	Extensions and Connections
	
· Encourage students to create their own storyboards as they read. 
· This lesson could be conducted in the computer lab and each student could log into teacher’s account and create a Storyboard That of their story. Storyboards could be printed and hung around the classroom. 
· Students could also make 3D storyboard models. 

	Strategies for Differentiation
	· Encourage students’ artistic expression and allow them to use different art forms to convey the sequence of the storyboard. Provide plenty of time to share for students who need to communicate verbally.
