Lesson Title: Create a    Monster
Grade Level: Second Grade
Content Area(s): English Language Arts and Reading and Art
English Language Arts and Reading
(11) Reading/Comprehension of Literary Text/Sensory Language. Students understand, make inferences and draw conclusions about how an author's sensory language creates imagery in literary text and provide evidence from text to support their understanding. Students are expected to recognize that some words and phrases  have literal and non­literal meanings (e.g., take steps).

(15) Reading/Comprehension of Informational Text/Procedural Text. Students understand how to glean and use information in procedural texts and documents. Students are expected to: (A) follow written multi­step directions; and (B) use common graphic features to assist in the interpretation of text (e.g., captions, illustrations).
Art

The student develops and expands visual literacy skills using critical thinking, imagination, and the senses to observe and explore the world by learning about,  understanding, and applying the elements of art, principles of design, and expressive qualities. The student  uses what the student sees, knows, and has experienced as sources for examining, understanding, and creating artworks.
The student is expected to:
(A) compare and contrast variations in objects and subjects from the environment using the senses; and
(B) identify the elements of art, including line, shape, color, texture, form, and space, and the principles of design, including emphasis, repetition/pattern, movement/rhythm, and balance.

Lesson objective(s):
After completing the lesson, the student will be able to write and follow a multi­step procedural text  that
incorporates elements of imagery and sensory language. Students will be able to creatively write about and interpret different elements of art including lines, shapes, colors and textures in their text.
Procedures:
1. Providing Background: Discussion around the elements of the project.

Questions to spark the REPRESENTATION (what) of the elements of the  project.
What is a procedural text? What is sensory language?
What elements of art help us create imagery?
Lines, shapes, colors and textures
What do procedural texts and imagery have in common?
They help us create visuals in our head that tell us about something


Questions to spark the ENGAGEMENT (why) of the elements of the project
Why are procedural texts important?
When have you ever used a procedural text?

Questions to spark the EXPRESSION (how) of the elements of the project
How do we create imagery with sensory language?


2. Explanation of the project,
For this project students will use an online creation website or draw a monster with characteristics of his or her choice. As they create their monster, students must document the steps they take and the elements of art that will help their partner try to recreate their version of a monster, EXACTLY.

3. Writing a procedural text
Students will each create a procedural text with step by step directions for creating their monster. Students must try to elicit sensory information to help provide an image for creating the figure. Students should explain lines, shapes, colors and textures in their text.

4. Recreation
Each student trades procedural texts with a partner. The partner then tries to recreate the monster using the step by step instructions.
Assessment:
Assessment will be done in three parts

(1) I will first compare the original monster and the recreated monster and look for any discrepancies that occur.

(2) For any discrepancies that occur, I will go back and look over the student’s procedural text and look for ways in which they were unclear or if the recreating student misinterpreted the procedural text’s instructions.

(3) I will use a rubric to check­off elements of art and sensory language that were to be used including lines, shapes, colors and textures. I will also check for appropriate informational text guidelines.
