Lesson Title: Book Timeline Grade Level: 4
Content Area(s): English
Content Standards (TEKS):

Learning Objectives:
1. Students will be able to decide which events of the book are main events.
2. Students will be able to order the events chronologically using a timeline.
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Procedures:
1. Students will pick a book to read and will take notes on the events as they read the book.
2. When they finish the book, students will make a list of ten events they will include on their timeline.
3. The teacher will, using a Promethean Board, show students how the timeline tool by ReadWriteThink works (http://www.readwritethink.org/parent­afterschool­resources/games­tools/timeline­a­ 30246.html)
4. Students will have time to work on timeline in the computer lab as the teacher walks around answering questions.
5. As they create the timeline, students will find pictures corresponding to their events. They will use the Creative Commons website so they don't have to worry about giving credit to the source. (www.creativecommons.org)
6. When they finish the timeline, the students will save it and email it to the teacher, who will then use a rubric to grade the final timeline.
Assessment:
The teacher will have a rubric and will score each student's timeline accordingly.

­One book for each student
­Pencil and paper for note­taking while reading
­A Promethean Board
­Access to Internet for ReadWriteThink and Creative Commons websites
­A computer for each student
