LESSON PLAN: Money/Coins

Strand: Measurement (Focus: Instruments and Attributes)
Grade Level: Kindergarten
Title of Lesson: Show Me the Money

Lesson Objectives: (1) Given manipulatives, students will sort coins by different attributes (color, size, and value) with their table. (2) Given a “catalogue” worksheet, students will draw the appropriate number of coins in relation to the amount provided. (3) Students will identify the appropriate number of coins needed in a shopping simulation. 

Related Standards of Learning (SOL)
Previous year(s): 
Most students have not attended a school prior to Kindergarten. Although some students attended a preschool (pre-K) program, there are no SOL standards at this grade level.

	Prerequisite Mathematics Understanding
	Potential Roadblocks

	-Basic recognition of numerals 0-9

-Ability to count to 100

-Basic skills for addition and subtraction 

-Understanding that money/coins have value and are symbolic

-Familiarity with exchange
	-Difficulty/lack of understanding that the size of a coin doesn’t necessarily increase with value 
(for example, confusion between a nickel and a dime since nickels are larger than dimes but are smaller in value)

-Trouble understanding that coins symbolize numeral values

-Difficulty with exchange concepts (for example, that 5 pennies can be traded for 1 nickel) 

-Misconception that if you have more coins than you have more money (For example, children may believe that a student with 5 pennies has more money than a student with 1 nickel) 

-Difficulty remembering coin vocabulary (for example, that money, coins, cents, and change are synonymous)

I.  Engage: 5 Minutes
	Teacher Activity
	Student Activity
(thoughts, words, actions)

	-The teacher will engage students by asking the class “Who knows what money is? Who can name different forms of money? What can you buy with money?”

-After students respond, the teacher will ask students if they have ever bought anything or watched someone buy something. If students respond with an affirmative, the teacher will continue discussion by asking what it was they/someone else purchased and if they think it was cheap or expensive.  

-The teacher will inform students that they will get the opportunity to spend “class money” to purchase things.
	-Students will respond to the teacher’s questions by raising their hands at the carpet.

-Students will share their personal experiences with spending money, or watching someone else spend money.



II.  Explore: 10 Minutes
	Teacher Activity
	Student Activity
(thoughts, words, actions)

	-The teacher will hold up each large coin manipulative (one by one) and ask students to describe them (penny, nickel, dime, and quarter). 

-The teacher can prompt students by asking, “What color is it? Is it big or small? How much is it worth?” 

-The teacher will ask students to return to their tables. For review, the teacher will pass out coin manipulatives and 4 small containers/buckets per table. He/she will instruct students to first sort coins by color, then to sort coins by size, and finally to arrange coins from least to highest value by ordering them from left to right.
	-Students may describe the penny as brown or copper, small, and worth 1 cent; the nickel as grey or silver, medium-sized, and worth 5 cents; the dime as grey or silver, small, and worth 10 cents; and the quarter as grey or silver, large, and worth 25 cents.

-Students will sort the coins by color, putting all the penny manipulatives in one container (brown, copper), and the nickel, dime, and quarter manipulatives in another (grey, silver). Students will sort the coins by size putting the penny and dime manipulatives in one container (small), and the nickel and quarter manipulatives in another (larger) *Students can also put the nickel manipulates in a separate container if they would like to classify them as medium-sized. Students will arrange the coins from least to highest value by starting with pennies (very left), then nickels, dimes, and quarters (very right). 



III.   Explain: 10 Minutes (max)
	Teacher Activity
	Student Activity
(thoughts, words, actions)

	The teacher will review coin values by picking one of the following activities…
· Playing the “Coin Song” YouTube video by Jack Hartmann (on the SMART board) 

· Playing the BrainPop Jr. video “ Dollars and Cents”

· Reading “One Cent, Two Cents, Old Cent, New Cent: All About Money” by Bonnie Worth

	-Students will watch and listen to the video or storybook at the carpet.

-If the “Coin Song” is used, students can sing along once they catch onto the lyrics. 




IV.  Elaborate (Summarize): 10 minutes
	Teacher Activity
	Student Activity
(thoughts, words, actions)

	-The teacher will hand out a worksheet (that serves as a magazine catalogue) to each student, and provide coin manipulatives at each table. 

-The teacher will instruct students to draw the coins needed to purchase each item listed in the “catalogue”.  

-Lastly, the teacher will explain to students that when they are done, students may choose an item they like from the “catalogue” and purchase it from the teacher by bringing the correct number of coin manipulatives to him or her. 
	-Students will fill out the “catalogue” graphic organizer by drawing the appropriate number of coins (in relation to the amount provided in the left hand column) in the right hand column.
 For example: if the left hand column says 
“3 cents” then the student will draw 3 pennies in the right hand column. 

-Students will pick an item from the catalogue, check its price, select the appropriate coin manipulatives, bring the manipulatives to the teacher’s “store” (desk) and receive their item (sticker, candy, pencil, mini eraser, “one clip up on the classroom behavior chart”) 

	Adaptations/Enrichments:
Adapt up- If students are grasping coin values quickly, or already have a strong understanding of valuation, have students indicate different variations of coins that equal the values in the left hand column. A separate worksheet (“catalogue”) with items of higher prices can also be used to differentiate for higher-level students. 
Adapt down- If students struggle differentiating the value of coins, allow students to complete the worksheet only using pennies (1:1 ratio). 



V.  Evaluate   
	Teacher Activity
	Student Activity
(thoughts, words, actions)

	Formative evaluation: 
-Children’s responses to questions asked during discussion
-Observation of students participating in the coin sort 

Summative evaluation: 
-Collect students’ worksheets (catalogue graphic organizers) and check if students correctly identified the appropriate coins
-Check if students brought the correct manipulatives to purchase their item

Extensions: As mentioned above, if students are grasping coin values quickly, or already have a strong understanding of valuation, students can indicate different variations of coins that equal the values provided.
