Subject: World Geography for ELLs 
Grades:  10-12 

Introduction to the 5 themes of geography and world regions
Context: This lesson comes at the beginning of the year about a week into school. This will likely be the first trip to the computer lab as a class. Time will need to be devoted to transition procedures for going to the computer lab and expectations for preparing for computer use.
Additionally, time may need to be given to student account activation and/or introduction to the “VUE” website that Lafayette uses for class communication.

Standards:

· WG.4 students will locate and analyze physical, economic, and cultural characteristics of world regions: Latin America and the Caribbean, Europe, United States and Canada, North Africa and Southwest Asia, Sub-Saharan Africa, Russia and Central Asia, South Asia, Southeast Asia, East Asia, Australia and the Pacific Islands, and Antarctica.
· WG.1.c students will use maps, globes, satellite images, photographs, or diagrams to develop and refine mental maps of world regions.
· WG.3.c students will apply the concept of region analyzing how cultural characteristic including the world’s major languages, ethnicities, and religions, link or divide regions
NETS-s
· Standard 1 creativity and standard 3 research and information fluency are addressed in the product stage by offering the choice to create a traditional report or an original game to demonstrate understanding of world regions.
· Standard 2 communication and collaboration is addressed when students work in pairs to develop a knowledge web.

Learning objectives:
· By the end of the lesson students will be able to produce the names of the five themes of geography and identify one example of each on a Kahoot quiz.
· By the end of the unit students will be able to apply the concept of region by writing a report with a partner about a region of their choice graded by the teacher in accordance with the project rubric.

Assessment
· Kahoot quiz- formative
· Migration worksheet- formative
· Written region report or regions board game- summative

General plan
This lesson will take place in the general education classroom. The teacher should arrange the classroom in pods of 4 desks to facilitate group work and arrange for a laptop cart or if that is not available lab access so that research can take place in the second half of the lesson.



Part 1: Direct Content instruction
· The teacher will give direct instruction using the Flocabulary video as a hook (https://vimeo.com/138357965)- The rest of the instruction will use a PowerPoint presentation as visual support for the oral lecture. Instruction will include the 5 themes of geography and special attention to characteristics that define world regions.
· Show the video on the projector and then ask students to list the 5 themes. Play the video again and ask for details about each theme. 
· Take Notes- Students will take notes using the Cornell notes template, which has previously been introduced. Students will be expected to pull out key points about the 5 themes of geography and write down questions per the template. The teacher will pause instruction at predetermined stopping points to ask for questions and activate background knowledge (DR-TA). The student portion of this activity, note taking, is done with non-digital technology and does not need an alternate. However, if the PowerPoint fails the teacher can offer the textbook as visual support for those who need it.
· Lecture using PowerPoint as visual support clarifying and expanding information in the video on each of the 5 themes. Emphasize key words asking students to repeat them orally. Give special attention to characteristics of a world region.
· Develop a knowledge web - In pairs students will use their notes to develop a knowledge web thus consolidating and making meaning of the new information. It should be organized in five prongs coming off the geography central hub, one for each of the five themes of geography. An example of the basic shape will be given on the board. Supporting data from notes should come off of the 5 themes, with extensive detail for region in particular. Pictures and words may be used in accordance with the students’ level of language. Each main point must be in English and discussion must be in English, however, supporting details on the web may be elaborated in Spanish for the students’ own studying and memory. Students should create their webs using the following website (https://bubbl.us/). The teacher should model creation of a web on the board describing what each button does as they create one pod and students watch, students should then provide supporting details verbally as the teacher adds them in. The teacher should then circulate around the room and watch/help as students replicate the pod just created on the board. Students should then be left to create and fill in the remaining four pods independently. As an alternative students may create webs using paper and pencil if the website does not work or is frustration level for certain individuals. If necessary students that have special education needs may be given the website link ahead of time to practice using the tool with their case manager.
Part 2: Comprehension Check 
· The teacher should circulate during the development of the concept webs to monitor discussion and correct misunderstandings. When the teacher determines the webs are sufficiently developed (see example) they should move on to the answering questions comprehension check.
· Answer questions https://play.kahoot.it/#/k/6f882f41-bbac-4e67-a86e-3dc75da7e79c - students should be told to take out their phones and navigate to the Kahoot website. At this time the teacher should project the geography quiz 1 code on the board so that all

students can access. Once all students have access the teacher can begin. If a student cannot gain access they should move to the teacher’s side and be prompted to write their answers down on paper in pen for the teacher to collect at the end of the quiz. To simulate the digital assignment as closely as possible students should respond with a letter as the each question appears on the board. The teacher should monitor to make sure they have written an answer before showing the correct answer on the screen.
Part 3: Producing a product to demonstrate understanding 
· Students may choose to write a report OR develop a game to demonstrate their understanding. Teacher should direct students to form groups of 4 based on their preference for one of the following demonstration options. A laptop will be needed at minimum for each group, class may relocate to the lab or the media center as necessary if there are issues with the laptops. Work will begin today and continue the following day; students should leave today with a clear direction and assigned roles for work to be complete at home that night for each group member.
· Write a report: students will research an assigned world region on computers and develop a formal written report analyzing the region.
· Develop a game: students will research an assigned world region and develop an original game (give an example of adapting Monopoly). They will need to include a board, rules, player pieces, and any other necessary cards or dice.
