Learning Activity Type (LAT) Lesson Planning Guide Checklist 
The Learning Activity Type short course and lesson planning guide will walk you through the process of designing an effective learning experience for students that leverages the unique possibilities and advantages of particular educational technologies. The article “Grounded Tech Integration” and the short course modules introduce the Learning Activity Types (LAT) approach to instructional planning developed by Mark Hofer and Judi Harris. Due to time limitations, we will just do modules 3, 4, 6, 7, and 8 of the short course.  Use the checklist below while you complete the lesson planning guide.
Preparation
· Navigate to the LAT short course that matches the level which you want to teach

· Do Module 3 of the LAT Short Course
· Do Module 4: Explore Taxonomies
· Complete the LAT Taxonomy Exploration Guide.
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· Download the LAT Lesson Planning Guide and the LAT Lesson Planning Guide example from Doc Sharing on eCollege.  Note that our planning guide is a bit different from the one in the LAT Short Course videos.  Use the example to see what your finished LAT Lesson Planning Guide should look like.  However, your lesson should be significantly different than the example! 
· Decide on a topic and grade level for your technology-integrated lesson plan.  
· Following the instructions given in class, identify the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) that your lesson will address.  Copy and paste up to 3 of them into the lesson planning guide (step 1a).
· Following the instructions given in class, write specific learning goals (step 1b).

LAT Lesson Planning Guide: Step 2 
· Do Module 6 of the LAT Short Course (click more… to locate it).  
· Move the red dots on the pedagogical continua (step 2) in the lesson planning guide to identify the lesson context.  You might think about a classroom that you’ve visited this semester while doing this step.

LAT Lesson Planning Guide: Step 3
· Do Module 7 of the LAT Short Course (click more… to locate it).  
· As you watch the first video, do the following:
· Copy and paste the goals from step 1b to the first column of the chart in step 3a.
· In the second column of the chart, categorize the goals as either content, process, or both.  If necessary, edit the learning goals in step 1b and 3a.  (They should be identical.)
· As you watch the second video, do the following:
· Use the link in the lesson planning guide to navigate to the LAT Taxonomy for your lesson content area(s). 
· Add relevant taxonomy sub-headings to the third column of the chart in step 3a.
· Copy and paste the learning goals from step 3a to the chart for step 3b.  
· Identify several possible LATs from the taxonomy that address each goal.
· From the list in column 2, select one or more LATs that you think would work best.  
· As you watch the third video, sequence the LATs that you selected in the first column of the chart in step 3c. 

· Do Module 8 of the LAT Short Course (click more… to locate it).  As you watch the video, do the following:
· Using the LAT taxonomy for your content area(s), identify possible technologies that would support each LAT.  You may select some the suggested technologies from the taxonomy or add others with which you are familiar. List these in the chart for step 3b.
· From the possible technologies listed, select those that you think would work best in the last column of the chart in step 3b.  You don’t need to use technology for each LAT!
· In the second column of chart for step 3c, list ALL the materials needed for the lesson.  This includes the digital technologies listed in the last column of chart 3b, but should ALSO include any equipment needed to use those technologies (such as computers, mobile devices, internet), as well as any non-digital materials that are needed. (Note: In next several weeks we will look at more technologies that might work for your lesson.  You may change the selected technologies prior to completing the final draft of the lesson plan for your portfolio.)
· In step 3d, describe the relative advantage of using the technologies listed in step 3c.  In other words, explain why you think those technologies would make the lesson better than it might be if you did not use technology.  Also, think about whether the use of the selected technologies will help students meet the TEKS and objectives in step 1a and 1b.  If using technology does not significantly enhance the lesson, then you need to make some changes!

LAT Lesson Planning Guide: Steps 4-6
· In step 4, elaborate on sequence of LATs from step 3c.  In your own words, describe the steps that the teacher and students will complete during the lesson.  You may find that as you write out these steps, it is necessary to go back and make changes to other charts.  For example, if the lesson seems to be too complicated, you may delete some of the previous selections.  Or you might realize that you left something out and need to add more to previous sections.
· In step 5, identify how you will determine whether students have met the goals of the lesson.  This could be through a quiz or test.  Or, you could use a checklist or rubric to evaluate one or more products created during the lesson.  
· Before submitting the LAT Lesson Planning Guide, be sure to self-evaluate it using the checklist at the end of the form (step 6).  Make revisions, if necessary, before turning it in.  I am happy answer questions and provide feedback on your draft at any time.  By self-evaluating and revising the document before turning it in, you can save valuable time!  If the LAT Lesson Planning Guide is not completed correctly, you will be asked to revise it in order to receive credit.  If you need extra time to complete the guide correctly the first time, that is fine.  I would rather receive a correctly completed guide a little bit late than one that was done in a rush to get it turned in on time!
